The MLN Cataloging Committee met on Tuesday, April 11, at the South Charleston Public Library.  Chair Suzette Lowe called the meeting to order.

MARC Tags & Fixed Fields:

Suzette Lowe stated that she would ask Heather Campbell to do a review of the MARC tags 007, 008 and fixed fields in the bib record.

Training:

Eva McGuire moved, Danny McMillion seconded that Heather Campbell be asked to conduct a session on Authority  Records.  The motion carried.

Eva McGuire moved, Danny McMillion seconded that Heather Campbell be asked to have a session on adding Archival and Genealogy Records at Spring Fling.  The motion carried.

Level Three Training:

Suzette Lowe will contact Heather Campbell about setting a date for a cataloging 3 training session.

650 _0 and 650 _1

It was felt that guidelines would be useful for catalogers when entering information in the 650 _0 & 650 _1 MARC tags for LC Children’s Subject Heading.

Duplicate records:

If any duplicate records are found, please let Eva McGuire know.  The ISBN or bib number is all that is needed.

Copyright:

There is still confusion on when to use the c and when not to on the bib record. The rule is if the date is on the title page, do not use the c, but it the edition only has a copyright date, use the c.

Location Codes:

 Judy Gunsaulis explained that the maximum number of locations has been reached for the scope, All MLN Libraries, and there are approximately five left for Southern MLN Libraries.  If any library has location codes they are not using or planning to use, please let Judy know ASAP.  There are libraries that are waiting on locations.

CatExpress:

Catalogers were encouraged to use OCLC CatExpress if they could not find a record in the system or copy one from the Z39.5 list.  Only 143 records have been copied so far.  We are still in the trial stage and the product needs to used.  If a library has not received their login information, please contact Heather or Karen Goff.

It was suggested that Heather be asked to do a brief demonstration on how to use Cat Express at the Membership Meeting Training.

Z39.5 Libraries:

It was suggested that Jefferson County Public Library, Colorado, be added to the remote library list.  Suzette agreed to check on this.

MARC tag 020:

Everyone was reminded that the new 13 digit ISBN goes in the first 020 tag and the current 10 digit goes in the second entry.  

If the item is a paperback book, it was recommended that (pbk.) be used after the ISBN.

If an ISBN is incorrect, used delimiter z (|z) followed by the number.  This will allow the number to be searched

Create List:

Kim Moore moved, Danny McMillion seconded that the Cataloging Committee recommend that any entry on Create List be purged after 60 days.  The motion carried.

Bibliographical References:

If the book has bibliographic references, the page numbers should be indicated.

ISBN on OPAC:

Eva McGuire moved Thresa Prunty seconded that the Cataloging Committee recommend that the ISBN be added as a search on the OPAC.  The motion carried.
