April 7, 2008

I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 10:05 by chair, Eva McGuire. In attendance were board members Suzette Lowe, Joanna Thompson, Judy Gunsaulis, Cherie Davis, Ann Farr, Vicky Terry, Eva McGuire, Danny McMillion, and Brian Raitz. Also attending were Johnnie King and Heather Campbell.

II. Minutes

The minutes of the March 2008 meeting were accepted as presented.

III. Committees

A. Circulation Committee – Emilee Seese

In Emilee’s absence, it was reported that a meeting of the Circulation Committee has been scheduled for April 16, 2008 at 10:00 a.m. at South Charleston Library.

B. Cataloging Committee – Vicky Terry

Vicky reported that Judy Stemple, of Vienna Library, has retired and has submitted her resignation from the committee. Level 1 and 2 training has been scheduled for April 15th and 16th at Wood County Library.

C. OPAC Committee – Brian Raitz

Brian reported that since updating to WebPacPro, the Syndetic, Content Café, and Librarything for Libraries programs can be used. He presented a price list for the sample products from Syndetic and Librarything, with Raleigh County Library participating and opting out.  He stated that speed and security of the current OPAC might be at issue at some libraries. 

Brian will do a presentation of the products at the general meeting in May.

D. Continuing Education – Danny McMillion

Vicky Terry moved, with Judy seconding, that, due to Danny’s resignation as chair, Cherie Davis be appointed as the new chair of the Continuing Education Committee. Motion carried. 

Eva expressed appreciation to Danny for her establishment and service on the committee. Danny announced that Raleigh County will continue to open its staff training to all and will attempt to get the training counted as part of the continuing education required by the WVLC.

IV. Old Business

A. Authority Control

Heather Campbell from the WVLC is gathering information for the Library Commission supported consortia concerning authority records. Details concerning authority control are still being investigated.

B. EBSCO 

Karen Goff from the WVLC is investigating the possibility of getting federated searches across the database and online public access catalogs. This type of search would give access to full-text articles from the OPAC search. It was suggested that Karen be invited to present EBSCO training, including the new version of Novelist, at the general meeting in May.

V. New Business

A. Installation of Millennium 1.3 (2006 version)

Tammy Richards, WVLA technician, would like to wait till June 1 to do the 2006 upgrade.  The 2007 version requires upgrades to all computers. Tammy will talk about all the changes from the new upgrade at the general meeting in May.  

It was suggested that J. D. Wagoner, Secretary of the WVLC, be approached about replacing the MLN server, which is almost 5 years old and is having its hard drive replaced for the second time.
