a. Adding records to database

1. Judy defined “zombie penguins” as e-books whose license has expired but which are still listed on our databases – both MLN and Overdrive.  We need to get a list of “dead” books from overdrive and also “dead link checker”  Ask WVREADS to add this issue to their agenda.  Then we need to find someone to delete them from MLN.  Questions about a time limit for deleting these materials arose and it was tentatively decided to wait 6 months to give all libraries a chance to review and perhaps renew these licenses.  Brian was asked to find out from WV READS and Judy from WVDELI about the procedure for creating lists for expired licensed materials.

2. Joanna from Bluefield State is asking for permission to add an EBSCO database to the catalog.  There may be a problem because of duplicate listings and Tammy is to check with Innovative about how to deal with this.  Amy moved to permit Bluefield to add this database to the MLN catalog, Eva seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
