Executive Board

February 4, 2008

I. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by Chair, Eva McGuire at 10:15 a.m.  Those in attendance were Eva McGuire, Judy Gunsaulis, Ann Farr, Cherie Davis, Suzette Lowe, Brian Raitz, Danny McMillion, Peggy Turnbull, and Vicky Terry; guests: Johnnie King, and Heather Campbell.

II. Minutes

The minutes of the December 2007 meeting were approved as presented.

III. Committee Reports

A. Circulation Committee – Emilee Seese

There has been no meeting of the Circulation Committee. Two projects are now complete: text notice for Parkersburg’s school delivery project, and holidays have been entered for those libraries that submitted them.

Two other issues addressed:

1. Ronceverte system shutting down: WVLC and Verizon have fixed the problem.

2. Statistics in Fayette County: this may be a human error, not system; if there are more problems, the staff person is to call Brian and he will walk them through the process of gathering statistics.

Any suggestions or problems need to be sent to Emilee to be put on the agenda for a future Circulation Committee meeting. A system-wide e-mail will be sent out to that effect.

B. Cataloging Committee

1. February 19, 2008: a level 1 and 2 training will be held at Summersville Library.

2. Authority work: The WVLC will be researching the feasibility of having authority work done on all state-supported consortia on a regular basis. Information, such as how many bib records are added monthly, will be needed. Brian will take care of getting this information. Vicky and Eva will provide any additional informational needed.

C. OPAC – Brian Raitz

1. The request to Innovative to switch to WebPacPro has been sent. There is a 43-day wait. Libraries that want to participate will be contacted by Brian about possible LibraryThing or Dyndatic products.  The cost will be up to the individual library.

Brian also reminded everyone there are tutorials on the Parkersburg webpage that can be adapted for each library.

D. Continuing Education – Danny McMillion

There has been no meeting and no programs in the last year. She will be calling a meeting at which time she will resign as chair of this committee, but continue to serve on the committee.

IV. Old Business

A. School Projects Update

1. Summer County – the system is running well; they are in the process of cataloging books.

2. Parkersburg – notices are currently working; loan rules are fine; the only thing left is getting teachers’ e-mails and to get teachers and students enrolled.

3. Roane County – the high school has been informed that they must coordinate with the Roane County Library in order for any possible work to be done on this project.

B. WVLC reciprocal agreement

A sample of the new WVLC library card was presented.

C. Sharing Patron Information

Eva checked with the WVLC about sharing MLN patron information with libraries outside the system. The WVLC suggested that, while there is no official policy, patron information should not be shared outside the system. At the same time, it was suggested that any problem patron in a non-MLN system who has an MLN card should be blocked until the problem is addressed. 

It was agreed that the matter would be sent to the Circulation Committee for review and recommendation.

D. EBSCO Products

Eva has contacted Karen Goff of the WVLC about MLN interest and support of the products link resolver and federated searches. Karen will keep the MLN informed about any decisions made about those two products.

V. New Business

A. Installation Millennium 1.3 (2007 update): Tammy Richards, WVLC tech, was not present to give an update. Eva will contact her about the status of this update and will report back to the board.

B. IUG Conference 

The 2008 Innovative Users Group conference will be held April 27-30 in Washington, D.C.

C. Executive Board Meetings

Judy moved, with Emilee seconding, that the necessary process be followed to change the by-laws to allow for quarterly meetings of the Executive Board. This requires a ¾ vote of the membership and written notification of the issue for change 30 days before the vote is taken. Motion carried.
